Abstract:

This study aims at shedding light on the water crisis in Libya and its
relationship to Libyan national security through answering the following two
questions: What is the nature of the water problem in Libya and what is its
relation to Libyan national security? and what practical solutions to water
shortage in Libya and what are the means for its development? A descriptive
analytical approach has been adopted. The study came up with the following
most important results: Causes of the water crisis in Libya lie in exhausting
underground water and in the random well — drilling and the over exploitation
of water as well as the lack of rain fall and its distribution. This is coupled with
an increased population growth. Libya relies on a great extent on underground
water at 97% and partially relies on sea-water desalination which is costly.

Abstract:

The employee or worker is the basis for the success of any organization
due to the work he performs and the effort he exerts as being the only one
who is capable of managing other resources in the organization. This
necessitates taking care of him and following up his performance as well as
knowing the political pressures he faces at work in ways leading to boosting
his morale and his performance and that of the organization he works for.

Generally speaking, this study's objective is getting to know the impact of
political pressures at work on the performance of the workers in the company
under study, and to know the impact of different demographic characteristics
of the sample of the study about their opinions on the level of political
pressures at work, as well as their opinions about the standard of job
performance at the company under study.

The study adopted a descriptive analytical approach as it suits the variables
and objectives is of the study. This approach expresses the social phenomenon
under study quantitatively and qualitatively. This approach does not only
gather information that describes the phenomenon, but also tends to analyze
it and uncover the relationships and the effects in its dimensions with the
purpose of explaining it and coming up with general conclusions that
contribute to improving and developing the existing situation

The study used a questionnaire in order to obtain the data that contributed
to testing the hypotheses relating to the study's subject matter, and to
answering the questions it raises. 55 copies of the questionnaire were given
to a sample of employees working for the company under study. The sample

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of study was determined statistically. The following important results were
obtained by the study:

1- The Absence of statistically significant differences between the
respondents’ answers about the political pressures exerted at work in the
company. This is due to some variables that included gender, ego,
experience and educational level.

2- The study showed that the level of political pressures at work was high.
The average value of response was (2.504) according to the three - point
likert scale.

Abstract:

This study addresses the regulatory factors that impact restructuring
commercial banks. Its principal objective is diagnosing the most important
regulatory factors that affect restructuring commercial banks.

It adopted basic hypotheses: There is an important relationship between
organizational factors and organizational change in Libyan commercial banks.
The study produced six sub- hypotheses:

A questionnaire has been used as a basic tool for collecting primary data
obtained from a random sample consisting of 90 people that included
employees, managers and heads of departments belonging to chosen banks. 85
questionnaire copies were retrieved and thoroughly analyzed by employing the
statistical package for social sciences program, (SPSS).

The study found a number of results, the most important of which are :

Increased resistance negatively impacts organizational change. There is a
weak correlation between reducing resistance to organizational change and
presence of a positive moderate correlation between the suitable time for
organizational change.

The study came up with a number of recommendations, the most important
of which are :Adopting modern methods in supervising any work leads to the
employees' adaption to the organizational change process. In order to overcome
the employees' resistance to the organizational change process, the manager or
leader must adopt a containment or a participation and persuasion strategy to
reduce resistance to change.
